On 11th September 2011 – ten years after 9/11 – we invite you to an event in the

Bundesplatz in Bern.

On the anniversary of the shattering events in New York, we take the opportunity to look

forward, and to ask how we can sustainably shape a peaceful future. We will not be

holding a memorial for 9/11, but putting down a marker for the future.

From 11 a.m. until 2 p.m. speakers from the fields of science, economics, NGOs and

spirituality will be talking about their involvement for ONE World – about their motivationspirituality will be talking about their involvement for ONE World – about their motivation

and vision. 

With these talks, and with music and meditation, we will be putting down a marker: one

that stands for a new consciousness, for actions that arise out of love rather than fear, 

for actions that stem from unity rather than division, for ONE World.
